Nimrod Borenstein: composer-in-residence of Evmelia IV

Nimrod Borenstein's compositions are gaining a worldwide following with
performances throughout Europe, Canada, Australia, Japan, Israel and the
U.S.A. His latest works are receiving hugely enthusiastic reviews and becoming
part of the repertoire of many ensembles and orchestras. Nimrod's substantial
catalogue continues to develop and currently numbers over sixty works includes
orchestral and chamber music as well as vocal and solo instrumental pieces.

The past few years have seen an incredible number of Nimrod's works being
premiered across the globe as well as performances at some of the UK's most
exclusive and prestigious venues including the Royal Festival Hall and Purcell
Room at the Southbank Centre, the Royal Institution and the National Gallery in
London. His works have also featured in numerous music festivals across
Europe such as It's All About Piano, Burgos International Music Festival,
Casalmaggiore International Music Festival and Belgrade Cello Fest, amongst

many others.

In 2013, Maestro Vladimir Ashkenazy, an ardent supporter of Nimrod's, conducted the Philharmonia
Orchestra for a performance of “The Big Bang and Creation of the Universe” op. 52. Later that year,
Ashkenazy conducted the world premiere of “If you will it, it is no dream” op. 58 at the Royal Festival Hall
with the Philharmonia, a piece written especially for the Philharmonia Orchestra and the maestro
himself. Nimrod is frequently commissioned and regularly composes for and collaborates with
musicians such as Roberto Prosseda, Pascal Amoyel, Jeffrey Zeigler and the conductor and violinist
Dmitry Sitkovetsky. His “Shell Adagio” (published by Boosey & Hawkes) has been played more than 30
times by 16 different orchestras, including a concert at Carnegie Hall.

The 2014/2015 season continues to see unigue commissions, world premieres and repeat
performances of Nimrod's works worldwide. Notably the Galliard Ensemble will perform the world
premiere of “Breeze” op. 65 in celebration of their 20th anniversary, the Camerata Alma Viva will
perform “Symphony for Strings” op. 68 (world premiere) in London, followed by a particular highlight of
the season, the world premiere of “Suspended” op. 69 at Linbury Studio, Royal Opera House as part of
the London Mime Festival 2015. Another peak of the season will be a commission from distinguished
woodwind manufacturer Buffet Crampon which will be written for and performed by Saxophonist Michel
Supéra. In addition, the Talent Unlimited chamber orchestra will accompany Jonathan Bloxham's UK
premiere of Cello Concerto op. 56b at 5t James Piccadily, London.

Born in Tel Aviv, Nimrod grew up in Paris where he started his musical education at the age of 3. In
1984 he became a Laureate of the Cziffra Foundation and subsequently moved to London in 1986 to
pursue his studies as a violinist with ltzhak Rashkovsky at the Royal College of Music. He was then
awarded the highest scholarship from the Leverhulme Trust to study composition with Paul Patterson at
the Royal Academy of Music. He is now an Associate of the Royal Academy of Music and is listed amongst
the alumnias anillustrious past student.

Her recordings are broadcasted on international radios including BBC3, Radio 4 Netherlands, Kol Ha Musica,
Polish Radio 2, Concertzender, KulturRadio, Radio New Zealand and mare. “Irmina is a very natural performer, always giving her
outmost and impressing the audience with her interpretation, warmth and sensitivity. She loves being on the stage, which comes
through in her playing and communication with the listeners” says acclaimed viclinist Lydia Mordkovitch. Irmina's Greek-Polish
background, leaving bravely home at an early age and her troubled youth have made her an unrivalled communicator and champion of
classical music to the young and to new audiences. Irmina is a strong advocate of reviving unknown violin compositions and premiering
new works including pieces by Giorgi Latsabidze, Stephen Mark Barchan and Nimrod Borenstein, whose “Duo Concertante” sonata is
dedicated to Irmina and will be included on her next CD recording. [rmina plays on Jakob Stainer Violin from 1670,

Andrej Zupan, Clarinetist (Slovenia)

Andrej Zupan, graduated and finished his post-graduate studies of clarinet at the Academy of Music in
Ljubljana in the class of his father Prof. Alojz Zupan. In 1985 he represented Slovenia at the Eurovision
young musicians concert in Madrid given by the best young musicians of Europe. At local international
contests he won eight first prizes. In 1995 he was accepted into the “Orchestre de Jeunes de la
Mediterranée” in France and toured with it through Europe and Africa. He is now playing in archestras
giving numerous recitals and chamber concerts in Slovenia, Croatia, Montenegro, Former Yugoslav
Repubic of Macedonia, Austria, Italy, England, Slovakia, Czech Republic, Belgium, italy, Spain, Germany
and USA. Since 1993 until 2004 he performed as the first clarinettist at the National Opera and Ballet House of Ljubljana. He is
regularly working as professor at The Conservatoire of Music and Ballet in Ljubljana and as Associate Professor at the Academy of
Music in Ljubljana. He is leading seminars and master courses in clarinet and is a member of juries at the international clarinet
contests. As a concert artist and professor he is giving guest performances at numerous foreign universities (USA, England,
Slovakia, Belgium and Italy). As soloist, member of chamber ensembles and conductor he recorded 21 CDs.
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Eminent Greek concert pianist Dino Mastroyiannis has pursued a career of remarkable
diversity. Regarded for his “rich and multi-faceted technique”, “perfect feeling for rhythm”™ and
“rare expressiveness”, he has appeared in such prestigious concert halls as Bridgewater Hall in
Manchester, England; Glinka Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonic; Ateneul Roman in Bucharest;
Rudolfinum in Prague; and the Lisinski in Zagreb, to name a few. He has performed in many
international festivals and in historic places, including the '‘Bertramka’ Mozart museum in Prague,
the ancient Odeon Theatre of Herodes Atticus as part of the Athens International Festival, and in
April 2010 at the Montenegrin National Theatre as part of the 9th International ‘A Tempo' Festival,
of which the newspaper "Dan’ wrote: “impressive how a 'simple’ piece in the hands of a virtuoso
could become truly a work of art which persons of all ages find interesting... This pianist is well
known as 'the Music Ambassador of Greece'.

We would also add that this title is rightly chosen.” Dino Mastroyiannis enjoyed a special
collaboration and friendship with the legendary living Greek composer Mikis Theodorakis. Among
many of Theodarakis' works for Piano and Orchestra he has performed to critical acelaim, Mastroyiannis achieved tremendous
success with the world premiere of Theodorakis' “Helikon” Piano Concerto - lost for 44 years - given first in Finland in 2005 with the
Mikkeli City Orchestra, and subsequently with orchestras in several other countries. Mikis Theodorakis wrote about him: “lwould like
to congratulate you for the magnificent interpretation of my lost Piano Concerto 'Helikon'... | believe that your apprehension of my
works totally corresponds with their deeper character, their virtuosity and their mental demands and reflects their
quintessence...For all the above, | give you my thanks and congratulations!” A really special part during Dino's collaborations with
Mikis Theodorakis has been achieved thanks to the unigue orchestral approach of Theodorakis' works under the baton of the
famous Swiss conductor and Dino's heartfelt friend Robert Sélitrenny. Maestro Sélitrenny and Dina Mastroyiannis created a really
«perfect duoe at the stage for a long time, especially in Theodorakis' music but also while performing other works for Piano and
Orchestra as well.

On July 16th, 2010 Dino's new CD "Zorba's Dance-Greek Music for Solo Piano" has been released by MSR Classics; this CD
received enthusiastic reviews from the international music Press. Peter Burwasser wrote at the famous FANFARE magazine in USA
(January-February 2011 Issue): «This affectionately well-played collection of solo Greek piano music makes no pretense to be
anything else but a tribute to traditional folk-based nationalistic material. Dino Mastroyiannis plays it all with authority and
panache Arsenio Orteza wrote in "WORLD magazine” - USA {March 2011): Mastroyiannis has been called the "musical
ambassador of Greece," and these 23 compositions (63 if you itemize the "44 Miniatures on Original Greek Folk-Tunes® that
comprise the album's first 18 minutes) by eminent 20th-century Greek composers makes it easy to see why. Whether you know a
little, a lot, or nothing at all about these deceptively simple works by Hadjidakis, Kalomiris, Konstantindis, Psathas, and
Theodorakis, you'll come away with the distinct impression that they are to Greece what Edward MacDowell's Woodland Sketches
were, and are, to 19th-century America.» On June 18th 2010 on the occasion of Dino's forthcoming CD release, in which he also
recorded one of the most fantastic pieces for solo Piano by John Psathas, named “Waiting for the Aeroplane”, a new precious
friendship begun. The great Greek-New Zealander composer John Psathas visited Dino in his parent's house in Volos, Greece,
asking to play for him this piece. The tension and the sentiments were incredible to be described. A cinematographic crew coming
from MNew Zealand together with John has filmed Dino's playingin order to include extracts in the documentary “View from Olympus -
Aportrait of John Psathas™. Mr. Mastroyiannis first undertook piano study under Ely Adam, who himself studied with a pupil of Alfred
Cortot. He is a graduate of the Music Conservatory of Athens, where he studied under Aliki Vatikioti, receiving a Soloist Diploma with
the highest possible distinction and the coveted First Prize.

He continued his studies under internationally acclaimed Bulgarian pedagogues Konstantin and Julia Ganevi, former students
of Heinrich Neuhaus, and in both solo and chamber music performance in Austria, Germany and at the Sion Music Academy in
Switzerland. Mr. Mastroyiannis completed his studies in piano performance as a private student of the greatest virtuoso, Brazilian
pianist Roberto Szidon, student of Claudio Arrau and Artur Rubinstein. Dine Mastroyiannis was the only person from Greece to
whom the International Organization "Mozart 2006" (Austria) gave its written permission to use their official logo for a very special
and rare series of concerts, the "Anthology of music for Piano 4 hands". The ltalian newspaper “Libertd” praised him with the
enthusiastic review "discovering the most secret Mozart" for his special interpretation in some of Mozart's most famous chamber-
works. Dino has recorded many times for different radio and TV stations all over Europe. He has also recorded in CD the 4th Piano
Concerto of Saint-Saéns with the Catanzaro Symphony Orchestra. Dino enjoys also a very intimate career as a teacher and promoter
of young musicians. Some of his past students from his class at the Volos' Municipal Conservatory already performed in many
countries and in prestigious concert stages, like the Carnegie Hall in New York. His is often invited as a member of the jury in national
and international Piano competitions.

During 2001-2002 he created and was the Artistic Director and main economical supporter of the «Volos International Music
Festivals { hitp://musicfestival.dinomastroyiannis.com). After the summer of 2010 he interrupted his concert activities because of a
focal dystonia; his right hand is now in an admirable recovery process thanks to the precious advice of the specialist, Belgian pianist,
Laurent Boullet. Beginning from summer 2011 Dino started working on the idea of a new international music festival: the 'Evmelia’
Festival, described by Dino as “the voice of real music against the general crisis” and by the artists as “the music of dreams that
comes true”, has been accomplished in collaboration with Katerina Porphyrogenis, the President of the Porphyrogenis Foundation
(Agria, Greece), who generously offered to Dino a “real home" for his demanding plans. Today, the upcoming 4th Edition of the
‘Evmelia’ Festival is already a fact. Last year Dino performed with tremendous success at the Evmelia |l Festival Schubert's "Die
schine Mullerin" together with the distinguished Austrian baritone Georg Lehner. The live recording of that concert has been
released in CD by the ltalian company "Sheva Collection”.
